I am a concerned individual calling to request the Consul General to communicate to President Noy-Noy my concern regarding an issue that is of top priority for the Filipino community nationwide.
Every year on August 30th, the International community remembers the missing and disappeared people throughout the world. The International Day of the Disappeared was created on August 30 to draw attention to the fate of individuals who are missing or  imprisoned in poor conditions unknown to their relatives and/or legal representatives. In addition the Day of the Disappeared calls on all governments to provide answers to families on the fate and whereabouts of missing persons. 
I’m/we are concerned with the ongoing enforced disappearances and other human rights violations happening to the Filipinos in the Philippines and that there has not been any justice given to their families. Since GMA’s administration, over 200 Filipinos have been victims of enforced disappearances. The same atrocities are also happening in President Aquino's administration because the military is still conducting the same terror tactics under the current counter-insurgency program Oplan Bayanihan, with the killing of 48 individuals and five victims of enforced disappearances.
